The student often comes in for extra help. During class time the student has difficulty concentrating on her work but is
nevertheless conscientious about grades. In order to learn the general education math curriculum, the student needs
modifications including having new concepts broken down and introduced more slowly. However, once a skill is
learned, the student is able to retain it.

The general education teacher reports that the student is friendly and outgoing. The student participates in class
discussions and makes positive and constructive comments. The student’s attitude is good but has difficulty getting
work done on time and lacks organizational skills. The student’s writing is difficult to read and the student needs
reminders to get back on task, daily monitoring of progress, and gentle reminders to turn in her work.

Communication. oo e

Student meets State and District Guidelines for a Communication Disability. She demonstrates relative strength in the
areas of understanding grammatical structures and telling how two things are alike (comparing). The student
demonstrates significant weakness in the areas of vocabulary, describing and using appropriate sentence structures.
Weak short term auditory memory deficits are also evident and the student will need accommodations in this area to
mediate these deficits. ’

The student has made excellent gains in her articulation skills over the past two years through intervention strategies
and outside therapy, but still misarticulates the /r/ and unvoiced "th" sounds. It appears that the /v/ sound may be
emerging, as it is produced correctly in some positions. The student is seven years old. All speech sounds are expected
to be in place in 90% of all children by age 8. because of Student's long history of speech difficulties and intervention, it
is recommended that her speech be closely monitored over the next year and if she continues to misarticulate these
sounds when the student turns age 8, goals should be written at that time.
